TOOLS AND SUPPLIES

Required: Optional Tools:

 Plate Compactor = Cut Off Saw

=  Shovel * Dead Blow Hammer

= Rake = Screen Rails and Screed Board
= Level = Geotextile Fabric

= Low Profile Paver Restraint

INSTALLATION TIPS

Patterns: Follow our simple layout patterns to create patios and walkways.

Viewing Perspective: In a patio layout, place Grand Flagstone at a 45 degree angle from the most
common viewing perspective. This will eliminate the appearance of long, unbroken seams.

Pallet Orientation: Orientate the pallet in the same direction as your walkway or patio layout.
This will ensure the easiest transfer of product from the pallet to the ground.

Project Efficiency: Remove flagstone pieces from the pallet only as needed. This will ensure
that the patterns do not get mixed up on the jobsite.

Blend Multiple Pallets: In order to achieve the best possible color blend, utilize material from
multiple pallets simultaneously (when applicable).

Borders: A cut-off saw can be used to create straight or curved borders if desired. (Use proper
safety equipment)

Load Limits: Unlike a typical paver installation, do not run a plate compactor across the surface
of Grand Flagstone. Excessive force can crack the flagstone surface. Grand Flagstone is not
suitable for vehicular traffic.

Broken Pieces: Due to the natural “random” shape of Grand Flagstone, broken pieces can be
utilized by simply expanding the broken joint to approximately 3/8".
